world saw the famous sharp Aritsugu knives, they wanted them to use in their
kitchens. And so the Aritsugu company started making kitchen knives.

Today, there is still an Aritsugu store in IKyoto, Since 1956, the manager
of the store has been Shinickiro Terakubo. He is the 18™ generation of his
family to ® run the store.

Traditional Japanese knife making needs four skilled craftsmen. It takes
them two weeks to complete one knife. It can take 50 steps to make the best
knives!

The last step is (O the engraving. The knife maker engraves his name and
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company on the knife, The engraved name shows that the knife is made by
hand, not by machine.

The correct sushi knife is very, very important to the sushi chef. Sushi
knives must be extremely sharp and of special quality. If a knife cuts through
the fish incorrectly, the fish will not taste good.

Like the Samurai with their swords, sushi chefs are very careful with their
knives.

A sushi chef has his own set of knives and they can cost hundreds of
dollars. He sharpens them before and after use. A sushi knife can cut a single
human hair, The sushi chef cleans the knives often while he is making sushi.
He covers & them up and keeps them in a safe place every night.

There are @ traditional tests of a sushi chef's skill. One test is to take a
daikon and peel it in one long piece. A sushi chef must have the best, sharpest

knife for that test!
